ACCESS & TRAFFIC 
Platteville, WI is a Main Street Community located in the 
driftless area of Southwestern Wisconsin. Blessed with 
beautiful architecture in its Main Street area, most of the 
downtown was designated as a Historic Main Street 
Commercial District by the National Trust for Historic 
Preservation in 1990. In addition to its unique architecture, 
downtown Platteville has an interesting combination of 
retail shops and services available to meet the needs of 
community members and visitors. Downtown boasts 
shops dealing in antiques and collectibles, gift and 
specialty items, computers, music, pharmaceuticals, 
sporting goods, office supplies and stationery, bridal and 
formal attire, jewelry, flowers and plants, clothing, 
hardware and building supplies. It also has several 
restaurants and a local coffee roaster/coffee shop, 2 
museums, a gallery and movie theatre. 
 
The community also has a well-developed industrial park, 
business incubator, numerous retail and service businesses, two 
libraries, an excellent school district, new state-of-the-art health 
center and the University of Wisconsin Platteville. 
 
Three exits provide easy access to businesses, restaurants, 
entertainment, industry and UW Platteville from the newly 
completed Hwy 151 four lane.
